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A Scriptural Defense for Life
Genesis 1:26-27 Then God said, “Let us make man in our image, in our likeness, and let them rule over the fi sh of the sea and the 

birds of the air, over the livestock, over all the earth, and over all the creatures that move along the ground.” So God created man in his 
own image, in the image of God He created him; male and female He created them.

FIRST TRIMESTER
Day 1 Of the 200,000,000 sperm that try to penetrate the mother’s egg cell, only one succeeds. At that very moment, a 
new and unique individual is formed. All of the inherited features of this new person are already set. – whether it’s a boy 
or girl, the color of the eyes, the color of the hair, the dimples of the cheeks and the cleft of the chin. Conception begins 
on the day a woman’s egg is fertilized by a sperm penetrating it. Within a day the egg begins to develop rapidly. This one 
cell contains a complete genetic blueprint for the individual that includes 46 chromosomes and some 30,000 genes. He 
or she is smaller than a grain of sugar, but the instructions are present for all that this person will ever become.
Jeremiah 1:5 Before I formed you in the womb I knew you, before you were born I set you apart; …

Day 5 This is actually a picture of fi ve days after the fertilization of an egg taken by Dr. David Becker with a confocal 
microscope. 
Isaiah 44:24a Thus says the Lord, your Redeemer, and He who formed you from the womb: 

Day 6 This image taken by Yorgos Nikas with a scanning electron microscope is the coloured image of a six day old 
embryo implanting. This six day old human embryo is beginning to implant into the endometrium, the lining of the uterus. 
Isaiah 44:2  4b I am the Lord, who makes all things, Who stretches out the heavens all alone, Who spreads abroad the 
earth by Myself;

Days 8- 20 The fi rst cell soon divides in two. Each of these new cells divides again and again as they travel toward the 
womb in search of a protected place to grow.  The new individual at fi rst attaches loosely to the wall of the womb, then 
burrows deeply and attaches securely to it over the next week. This group of cells is now called a blastocyst and has 
increased in size to hundred of cells. By the eighth day after conception the blastocyst has begun to attach to the wall of 
the uterus where it will grow at a rapid rate. Sensitive pregnancy tests can now show positive, but this depends on the 
level of hormone produced by the new life. By the end of the second week, the mother’s menstrual period is suppressed 
by this hormone (hCG) which is produced by her child. 
Psalm 139:16a Your eyes saw my substance, being yet unformed.

Week 3 Blood vessels begin to form. Remarkably, the future sex cells that will give rise to sperm or eggs for a new 
generation began to group together – only 17 days after this new life itself. The heart begins to beat, unsurely at fi rst, 
gaining strength day by day. The heart beats 70 times per minute at fi rst, reaching a maximum of 170-190 at 7 weeks, 
and slowing a bit to 160-180 at 9 weeks.
Psalm 139:16b And in your book they all were written, the days fashioned for me, When as yet there were none of them.

Week 4 During this time, the placenta, which will carry nutrients from you to your baby, will develop. By the end of 
week 4, your baby will be the length of the head of a pin – about 1/25th of an inch long. 
Psalm 139:17 How precious also are your thoughts to me, O God! How great is the sum of them!

Week 5 Your baby’s shape takes a more distinct form that indicates where her heart is. The umbilical cord replaces the 
yolk sac and works with the placenta. 
Isaiah 44:2a This is what the Lord says, “He who made you, who formed you in the womb, and who will help you:…

Week 6 She is clearly visible on ultrasound. The arms and legs continue to develop and her limbs are stretching out more 
and more. Later on you will be feeling those feet and elbows up close and personal. Her brain is growing well. It is now 
divided into three parts – one to experience emotion and understand language, one for hearing and one for seeing. Lenses 
of her eyes appear. Nostrils are formed. She is now equipped to deal with digestive enzymes and take on processing the 
insulin and glucagons the body needs to function.
Psalm 119:73 Your hands made me and formed me;…

Week 7 Your baby’s mouth, nostrils, and ears begin to develop. And her hands, shoulders, arms and feet start taking 
shape. The fi ngers that start to develop may become her fi rst toy. She is already leaving footprints on your heart. Teeth 
begin to develop under the gums.
Psalm 139:14a I will praise You, for I am fearfully and wonderfully made;
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Week 8 Every organ is present. Of the 4500 structures in the adult body, 4000 are already present. Your baby’s body parts 
and proportions continue to grow and change; fi ngers and toes develop, arms and legs grow longer. Her wrists, elbows 
and ankles are more visible. Your baby may begin to move this week, but you won’t be able to feel it yet. At day 56 the 
human embryo is now referred to as the “fetus”, a Latin word meaning “young one”, or “offspring”.
Psalm 139: 14b Marvelous are your works, and that my soul knows very well.

Week 9 Her skeleton is beginning to harden, her intestinal system forms, her reproductive systems starts to develop 
internally. She may even start to move. She is now about 1 inch long.
Psalm 139:13 For you created my inmost being …

Week 10 All of her vital organs have formed, her teeth buds emerge and eyelids develop further. Your baby’s brain 
growth really takes off.
Psalm 139:13 For you created my inmost being; you knit me together…

Week 11 Can you see the perfection of her feet and legs? You may be able to feel her when she hiccups. Your baby is 
about 2.5 inches long. Her weight will increase dramatically until about 20 weeks.
Psalm 139:13 For you created my inmost being; you knit me together in my mother’s womb.

Week 12 Her facial features, especially the nose and chin, continue to become more defi ned. Tiny fi ngernails and toenails 
arrive. Baby boys begin producing testosterone. She is now about three inches long and weighs 2 ounces. Joints and 
muscles allow full body movement.
Genesis 2:7 And the Lord God formed the man…

Fact: In the United States, almost 9 in 10 abortions occur in the fi rst twelve weeks of pregnancy.
SECOND TRIMESTER

Week 13 Her face is prettier, and facial expressions may resemble the parents. Your baby’s intestines have moved from 
her umbilical cord to her abdomen. Tiny ribs will soon appear. She may be moving her body in jerky motions. Her vocal 
cords are starting to develop.
Psalm 139: 14a I praise you …

Week 14 Her skin appears transparent. Her arms have almost reached the length they’ll be at birth and your baby’s neck 
has become more defi ned. Her limb movements have become more coordinated. Red blood cells are forming in your 
baby’s spleen.
Psalm 139:15a My frame was not hidden from you:…

Week 15 She may be able to wiggle her toes and fi ngers. Your baby is growing rapidly and her skeleton is developing 
bones. Her hair scalp pattern is forming.
Ecclesiastes 11:5 As you do not know what is the way of the wind, or how the bones grow in the womb of her who is 
with child, so you do not know the works of God who makes everything.

Week 16 Your baby’s eyes have begun to face forward and slowly move. She can now blink, grasp and move her mouth. 
The ears are close to reaching their fi nal position. More developed facial muscles may lead to various expressions, such 
as squinting and frowning. Your baby also can now make sucking motions with her mouth. By the end of week 16, her 
heart is pumping 25 quarts of blood per day.
Proverbs 20:12 The hearing ear, and the seeing eye, the Lord hath made even both of them.

Week 17 Around this time, brown fat develops under your baby’s skin to keep her warm at birth. Your baby’s lungs 
prepare to take in oxygen.
Job 10:8 Thine hands have made me and fashioned me together round about;…

Week 18 If an ultrasound is performed at this time, mommy and daddy may be told the sex. Growing is now the big 
priority. At this time she may hear your heartbeat, your tummy growl or gurgle, even loud sounds outside the womb. Her 
nerve endings from her brain “hook up” to her ears helping her to hear your heart beating.
Isaiah 45: 9b Shall the clay say to him who forms it, “What are you making?” Or shall your handiwork say, “He has no hands?”
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Week 19 Your baby’s brain develops millions of neurons which allows her to make movements you may feel. She can 
hear you talk, hum and sing. She may pick up your voice in conversations. Her kidneys are functioning and she’s about 
6 inches long and weighs 10 to 12 ounces.
Psalm 119:73 Your hands made me; give me understanding to learn your commands.

Week 20 You are halfway into your pregnancy and the baby’s movements, also known as quickening, may be felt regularly. 
Her heartbeat can be heard with a stethoscope.
Isaiah 45:10 How terrible it would be if a newborn baby said to its father, “Why was I born?” of if it said to its mother, 
“Why did you make me this way?” (NLT)

Week 21 Your baby’s digestive system is put to work, by absorbing small amounts of sugar from amniotic fl uid. Her arms 
and legs are in proportion and her movements become more coordinated. “During a spina bifi da corrective procedure at 
21 weeks in utero, Samuel (Armas) thrusts his tiny hand out the surgical opening of the mother’s uterus. As the doctor 
lifts his hand, Samuel reacts to the touch and squeezes the doctor’s fi nger. As if testing for strength, the doctor shakes 
the tiny fi st. Samuel held fi rm.”
Psalm 139:15 My substance was not hid from thee …

Week 22 Mom may feel the baby kick, turn or hiccup and may be able to identify a bulge as an elbow or head. Each side 
of the brain has a billion nerve cells now. She is now covered with a fi ne, down–like hair called lanugo. Her eyebrows 
may be visible. Her sense of touch and taste is progressing. Her reproductive system is continuing to grow. She can soon 
recognize your voice and weighs about a pound and measures about 8 inches long.
Psalm 94:9 He that planted the ear, shall he not hear? He that formed the eye, shall he not see?

Week 23 Her development is now focused on preparing for her fi rst breath. She’s even making breathing-like movements 
for practice. She begins to have rapid eye movements. Her tongue will soon develop taste buds. Fingerprints and footprints 
are forming. Her uterus and ovaries are in place – complete with a lifetime supply of eggs. 
Psalm 139:14 I will praise thee; for I am fearfully and wonderfully made; marvelous are your works; and that my soul 
knoweth right well.

Week 24 Real hair is beginning to grow on her head. She is almost completely formed right down to her tiny eyelashes. 
She’s continuing to become more active which is most important for stimulating muscle growth and keeping joints fl exible. 
She can respond to sound both inside and outside the womb.
Psalm 139:16 Thine eyes did see my substance, yet being imperfect; and in thy book all my members were written, which 
in continuance were fashioned, when as yet there was none of them.
Luke 12:7 But even the very hairs of your head are all numbered, Fear not therefore: ye are of more value than many sparrows.

THIRD TRIMESTER
Week 25 Your baby’s hands are fully developed and she’s using them to learn about herself and her environment. In fact 
she can even make a fi st. She now weighs about 1.5 lbs.
Psalm 139:18 If I should count them, they are more in number than the sand: when I awake, I am still with thee.

Week 26 Your baby’s appearance is becoming more refi ned with eyebrows and eyelashes, plus growing and thickening 
hair on her head. Even little footprints and fi ngerprints are formed.
Psalm 139:17 How precious also are your thoughts unto me, O God! How great is the sum of them!

Week 27 Your baby gets very active now. Her lungs, liver and immune system keep maturing and she may even know 
your and her father’s voices. By now she weighs about 2 pounds and is about 4 times longer than she was at week 12.
Psalm 139:24 Search me, O God, and know my heart: try me, and know my thoughts;…

Week 28 Your baby’s eyelids are partially open and eyelashes have formed. She is taking 20-30 minute naps. The many 
wrinkles in her skin are smoothing out in her skin as she gains weight. Her brain is developing and expanding. She weighs 
about 2 pounds and is about 10 inches long.
Job 10:8 Your hands shaped me and made me.

Week 29 She is getting more and more active and growing stronger so hold on as her aerobics in your tummy may take 
your breath away. She now weighs about 3 pounds. Your baby’s bones are fully developed, but they are soft and pliable. 
This week she will begin storing iron, calcium and phosphorus.
Job 10:8 Thine hands have made me and fashioned me together round about;…
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Week 30 He’s practicing breathing now and his brain is continuing to expand and develop. His eyes are wide open now 
and he may have a good head of hair by this week. From now until week 37 your baby will gain ½ lb per week.
Job 10:8 Your hands have made me and fashioned me, An intricate unity …

Week 31 You may notice that your baby has more defi ned periods of being awake (and active) or asleep. Although more 
developed, her lungs are not completely mature yet, but she is using all fi ve senses. She’s 11 inches long and weighs 
more than 3 lbs.
Job 10:9 Remember, I pray, that you have made me like clay, and will you turn me to dust again?

Week 32 Your baby is practicing sucking, swallowing and breathing. Her body is beginning to absorb vital minerals, 
such as iron and calcium.  Her kicks may seem less powerful. She’s the size of a small watermelon.
Job 10:10 Did you not pour me out like milk, And curdle me like cheese?

Week 33 She will soon reach her ultimate birth weight. The pupils of her eyes can now adjust to light, her lungs continue 
to develop and because your amniotic fl uid is at maximum level, her kicks may feel a bit uncomfortable.
Job 10:11 Clothe me with skin and fl esh, and knit me together with bones and sinews.

Week 34 The soft hair that insulated your baby is almost gone, and her fi ngernails have reached the tips of her fi ngers. 
She’s now about 5.5 pounds and about 12.5 inches long.
Job 10:12 You have granted me life and favor, And your care has preserved my spirit.

Week 35 Due to the crowded uterus, your baby may shift her movements from kicks and punches to rolls and wiggles. 
She may have already settled into a head-down position in your pelvis. If this is your fi rst pregnancy, this is ideal.
Acts 17: 24 God, who made the world and everything in it, since He is Lord of heaven and earth, does not dwell in 
temples made with hands. 

Week 36 Although your baby has more growing to do, by the end of the week, she will be considered full term. Although 
her bones are hardening, her skull will remain soft and fl exible for birth. She could already weigh 6 lbs or more.
Acts 17: 25 Nor is He worshipped with men’s hands, as though He needed anything, since He gives to all life, breath, 
and all things.

Week 37 Your baby’s weight gain slows a bit, but she’s still got a little room to grow. Essential baby fat continues to 
form to round her out and help her stay warm after birth.
Acts 17:26 And he has made from one blood every nation of men to dwell on all the face of the earth, and has determined 
their pre-appointed times and the boundaries of their dwellings,

Week 38 Your baby’s nervous system functions increase and her brain helps her refi ne breathing, digestion, regulate her 
heartbeat and more.
Acts 17:27 God did this so that men would seek Him and perhaps reach out for Him and fi nd Him, though He is not far 
from each one of us.

Week 39 Your baby is making preparations for her arrival, including the disappearance of the fi ne hair that covered her 
skin. She probably weighs from 6-9 lbs.
Acts 17:28 For in Him we live and move and have our being, as some of your own poets have said, “We are His offspring.”

Week 40 A surge of hormones in your baby’s body may play a part in initiating labor. By now she’s anywhere from 7-8 
pounds and measures 18-20.5 inches long. Birth will result in a change in environment. Nothing intrinsic happens to the 
baby, she simply leaves the nurturing environment of the womb for the more hostile environment of the world. Even full 
term infants are dependent for their survival.
Acts 17:29 Therefore, since we are the offspring of God, we ought not to think that the Divine Nature is like gold or silver 
or stone, something shaped by man’s design and skill.

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I have a plethora of questions, can you give 
me some answers?

Did you know the 2008 teen pregnancy 
rates have fi nally been released and there is 
some great news for those who have been 
promoting abstinence only education for our 
children? Did you see any front page cover-
age highlighting that the NC teen pregnancy 
rate is at its lowest point in 30 years and 
the rates in Gaston County are the second 
lowest in the last 18 years? Wouldn’t you 
have thought that those efforts would have 
been rewarded with additional funding for 
abstinence instead of being cut?

Were we not making great progress with 
the abstinence message? What about the 
lowest teen pregnancy rate in the state of 
NC in the last 30 years?  When we drop 
from 91.4 teens per 1000 in 1995 (the year 
before abstinence funding began) to only 
58.6 out of 1000 teens (ages 15-19) in 2008 
is that not major progress? Isn’t that a 32.8 
point decrease in just 14 years?  Have you 
considered the pre abstinence funding years 
statistics of 97.8 per 1000 in 1978 to 91.4 
per 1000 in 1995? Isn’t that only a 6.4 point 
drop in 18 years?  What of Gaston County? 
When we see a drop in Gaston County to 
the second lowest rate at 65.3 teens per 1000 
(ages 15-19) in the last 18 years and down 
from 117.4 per 1000 in 1991 of girls age 
15-19 is that not progress? Isn’t that a 52.1 
point decrease? Haven’t most of these 19 
year olds and half of the 18 years old already 
graduated from high school? In many cases, 
don’t they want to get pregnant at that age?

In light of these results shouldn’t we applaud 
the public schools for the incredible job that 
their nurses and health educators have done 
in teaching the health education curriculum 
that emphasized abstinence til marriage 
that parents have overwhelmingly wanted 
taught to their children? Shouldn’t we show 
appreciation to places like Crisis Pregnancy 

Center Gaston and now Belmont that have 
sacrifi cially trumpeted an abstinence only 
message since their inception, without gov-
ernment funding?

What part of abstinence from sex is not 
working? Is it the part that is 100% effec-
tive? Is it the fact that abstinence in the area 
of sexuality provides a great model for other 
character building areas of life for adoles-
cents? Is it that abstinence education is not 
working? Would you reread paragraph 2?

Can we talk about funding for abstinence 
only? Why would President Clinton in 
1996 began providing funds for abstinence 
only education? Why would George Bush 
continue and increase this funding? Was it 
not recognition that wholesome education 
of our teens through abstinence was prudent 
and necessary?  Ought we not be excited 
that Abstinence until Marriage was at least 
retained as the expected standard for all 
school age children?

Can it be true that we have “progressed” to 
what was called comprehensive sex education 
but recently defi ned as the Healthy Youth Act 
(HYA) outlined in HB88 as passed in the 
legislature in the summer of 09? 

What happens when an impressionable 
adolescent is sitting in class while a person 
of authority stands up before them and talks 
about abstinence for 90% of the class period 
and then says, “okay, if you are going to 
have sex,” may I demonstrate visually how 
to protect yourself and proceeds to place 
a condom on a banana? What part of this 
teaching experience do you think they are 
going to remember as soon as they are in the 
hallways? What contradiction of message 
are we sending?

With the advent of HYA can we also talk 
about instructors being required to discuss 
the “effectiveness and safety” of all FDA 
approved prevention methods?  Aren’t there 
currently 18 methods of birth control? If this 
section is a requirement how much time is 
left for abstinence to be taught? What about 
the Emergency contraception (morning after 
pill)? Doesn’t life begin at conception, the 
fertilization of an egg by the sperm?

Can we talk STD’s? If condoms don’t pro-
tect against herpes and human papiloma 

virus (HPV) because they are transmitted 
by skin to skin contact, when our ladies 
who trusted us to tell them the truth come 
back to us in 20 years with a pandemic of 
cervical cancer are those who promoted this 
both legislatively and scholastically going 
to be there to explain “what happens now”? 
When those of us in positions of authority 
are responsible for our actions, when we 
leave our positions, should we not leave 
with a clear conscience that we at least told 
the truth? When local ministers are left with 
the UGLY side of this immorality don’t we 
owe them funding for a counseling position 
at their church?

What has happened to our parenting skills? 
Is it easier to be a friend to our teenagers 
than to be the parents we were called to be?  
Is modeling a monogamous lifestyle that 
respects the institution of marriage a thing 
of the past?

What happens in the school that your chil-
dren attend? What will a reproductive health 
and safety education program commencing 
in the 7th grade look like? Why was the origi-
nal law repealed that allowed local school 
systems to implement a comprehensive sex 
education program only if they held a public 
hearing process fi rst, allowing for parental 
reviews and input?  Do our elected offi cials 
know more about raising our children than 
we as parents do? Why was the authority to 
be determinative about this curriculum taken 
from our elected school board members and 
given to the State?

If it “ain’t broken, don’t fi x it” points out the 
absurdity of where we are headed, doesn’t it?
